WARM-UP QUESTION
Listen to the song “The Joy” as a group. Write down a phrase that stands out to you. What do
you notice about joy?

DISCUSS
Read Nehemiah 8: 7-10
e What do you know about the book of Nehemiah? If it is a new book of the Bible for your
group, watch this short overview video from the Bible Project.
e What do you notice about the character of God in this passage?
¢ Where do we see wisdom in the people’s response to God's word?
e Why do you think the people were instructed to stop weeping and mourning and to instead
be joyful and feast?
e How should this passage inform how we interact with God when we repent?

Read Philippians 4:4-8

e Paul instructs the Philippians to “always be full of joy in the Lord” and repeats, “REJOICE!”
When do you need to be reminded to find joy in the Lord?

e How do you remind yourself that your joy is in Jesus? Find strategies to find joy in verses
6-8.

e How would your life look different if you “prayed about everything,
need,” and “thanked God for all He has done”?

e What captures your attention each day? Are you finding joy in the Spirit or seeking joy
somewhere else?
